PEDIATRICS

SIDE EFFECTS AND TREATMENTS:

DTP, TETRAMUNE, DTaP AND DT:

*» The infant may be fussy and experience an elevated temperature of 100-102 degrees
and/or some mild swelling and tenderness at the site for approximately 24-48 hours: May also
cause lump under the skin that could last 4-6 weeks. Apply a cool compress. Treat the fever with

Tylenol, make sure your chﬂd does not have al]ergy to the medlcatlon When in doubt consult a

~~physician.

MMR (MEASLES,MUMPS AND RUBELLA):

% Anelevated temperature can ocour and a small number of children have developed a rash
Within 7-10 days after receiving the injection lasting 2-5 days (This rash is not contagious).
Treat the fever with Tylenol. Please consult your physician for other alternative medication.

Hib:
% Less than 1% experiences an elevated temperature or mild local reaction. Apply a cool
Compress to the thigh. Treat the fever with Tylenol.

VYARICELL/VARTVAX/CHICKENPOX:
¢ There may be soreness, redness or swelling at the sight. The patient may also break out

in chickenpox and is contagious. There may also be a fever, but do not use any aspirin containing
products to treat the fever.

HEPATITIS B/RECOMBIVAX/ENERGIX:

% Mild localized redness and swelling. Apply a cool compress for the first 24 hours then a
WErTIl COMmpress.

IPV:
%* Many children are a little sore at the site of the injection. No other side effects from the
IPV have been reported.

PNEUMOCOCCAL (PREVNAR):

% About half of the children that receive the vaccination will have redness, discomfort and
swelling at the site that can last for two days. 1% of the children that receive the vaccination may
also develop a fever.

*H*CONTACT A PHYSICAN OR THE EMERGENCY ROOM FOR ANY OF THE
FOLLOWING ***

* Fever of 103.0 F/39.4 C or higher, prolonged screaming, high pitch crying episodes during which the ¢hild cannot be
comnforted rash with bleeding tendency, severe local reaction (swelling of the entire extremity}, canvulsion or seizure.
* You may give your child Tylenol every 4-6 hours for the first 24 hours after the immunizations even if the child is
without fever. Only continue Tylenol after 24 hours if your child has a fever.

* DO NOT EXCEED 6 DOSES IN 24HOURS.

* Please remain in the Immunization Clinic waiting area for 20-30 minutes after your child has received
immunizations to allow the Immunization Clinic staff ta observe your child for an immediate allergic reaction,
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
